Classroom Procedures:
· All students are expected to be on time for class and to bring all materials every day.

· The only way to learn a second language is to practice, practice, practice.  Daily attendance is crucial.  

· To use the restroom, students must excuse themselves from their table partner(s), inform the teacher (both in Spanish), and return to class ASAP.
· Students spend class time identifying their strengths and weaknesses and they are required to create an individualized learning plan to guide home practice.
Behavior Expectations and Consequences:
· There is absolutely no texting allowed during class.  Anyone found texting will be required to store their phone in my phone storage unit during class for the remainder of the year.  Anyone using their phone in class without permission will have the phone confiscated.  See the student handbook for details.

· Students are often required to perform oral presentations in Spanish.  Courtesy, therefore, is imperative.
· If there are excessive or habitual behavior problems with any student, parents will be notified and an improvement plan will be devised.
Homework and Assessments:

· Students should be practicing daily.  They will identify areas of strength and weakness in class so that they may personalize daily skill building.  (Individual Weekly Practice Log described below)
· All homework/classwork will be checked in class.  Students are expected to clarify any misunderstandings or errors during that time.  Questions and comments enhance the learning environment and are always welcome.  Any assignment that is not completely finished will receive a 2-4 point (out of 10) deduction per activity depending on the amount and complexity of unfinished work.
· Students are expected to correct their own papers during the homework discussion.  Any paper that contains errors when turned in will receive a significant point deduction.

· Late assignments:  During each MP, I will announce 2 unequivocal deadlines (in addition to the end of the MP) by which students must turn in all missing work up to that point.  Any work not turned in by those deadlines will remain a 0.  Any exceptions or extenuating circumstances must be discussed with me a PRE-approved.  Under no circumstances will I accept an entire MP worth of work at the end of the MP.
· Cheating on any assignment, no matter how small, will result in severe consequences.  (consult Student Handbook)

· Extra credit:  Occasional extra credit opportunities may arise throughout the year but don’t count on it.  I generally do not provide extra credit assignments.
· Weekly Practice Dates:  The weekly practice schedule is posted on Google Classroom and must be completed by the posted dates unless alternate arrangements have been made with the me in advance.  There will be one extra week posted for make-up.  Only one assignment of each type can be made up each MP.  
· Assessment dates will be listed on the Google Calendar and will adhere to school and IB guidelines.
· Grade Reporting:  Students should expect to see classwork recorded within 48 hours of turning it in.  Grades for Weekly Practice are entered every other week.  Assessment grades are the last to be recorded and can dramatically change a student’s grade.  They often take 2-3 weeks to assess.  

· Retakes:  There are no retakes on any assessments but students can opt to take any assessment on an alternate date if they do not feel ready.  It is the student’s responsibility to make necessary arrangements to make up assessments after school or at lunch.
In the gradebook:  
· District assessments will apear in the grade book as Written and Oral assessments.  Assessments focus on the 4 fluencies (reading, writing, listening comprehension, speaking).  They are listed on the quarterly unit outlines.

· Teacher Created Assessments: prueba=quiz Students can expect 2-3 quizzes per unit.

· Homework, libro de práctica=workbook, libro de texto=textbook, diálogo=dialogue, dibujos=drawings, lecturas=reading  Students can expect 6-10 assignments per unit.  Students do not have a workbook or textbook.  Notes and worksheets are provided by the teacher.

· Participation is based on completion of daily activities, including warm-ups, guided practice and formative assessments as well as completion and submission of weekly practice activities.  Every week students can expect to see a 30-40 point score in this category, representing 3-4 assignments completed throughout the weeks at the student’s discretion.

Absences:
· Students who miss class for school-related purposes are required to complete all work as though they were in class that day.
· Consult the Student Handbook for district attendance policies.
Student Support:
I am available after school almost every day unless there is a scheduled teacher meeting.  If students need to make up tests or get help with work, they need 
only make an appointment.
